Lions and friends from the Club, District 20-E2 and throughout MD20 were deeply saddened 

by the loss of Past District Governor James R. (ñJimò) Dormady on July 1st. 

Our entire Lions service organization lost a great champion with PDG Jimôs passing. Lions 

from near and far joined Jimôs family at a grave site service on July 8 at Calvary Cemetery in 

Ithaca followed 

by a luncheon at Celebrations. Our sincere condolences to Jimôs wife of 58 years, Helen, son 

Ed and daughter Debbie, grandchildren Isabelle and Andrew, brother Joseph and extended 

family members. 

PDG Jim  joined the Ithaca Lions Club in November 1961 and later served as President and 

Treasurer. He was a volunteer for the NYS Eye bank and Scout Leader with the Boy Scouts. 

 PDG Jim was a dedicated Lions member with perfect attendance for almost 60 years earning 

many awards including from International. Jimôs involvement with Lions Camp Badger began 

in 1974 and he later was the Campôs Building Chairman, Director, and longtime Treasurer of 

what became the Empire State Speech and Hearing Clinic.

Known as the ñRaffle Kingò throughout the district, he was low key, but extremely dedicated 

and effective.
